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UNIVERSITY OF GOUR BANGA AT A GLANCE  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
The establishment of University of Gour Banga marks one of the most important events in the educational and 
social history of the Gour Banga region. It is an important catalyst in the process of social change among 
educationally backward people and especially, economically diffident Muslim and tribal communities of the 
region. The University has aroused hope for better future in the young people of the region and is going from 
strength to strength with concerted effort, strong commitment and promises to offer suitable facilities to the 
students and the faculty in a vibrant and intellectually stimulating ambience. 
 
The university is situated at the outskirt of the English Bazar Municipality (Malda) on an area of land 
measuring 30.51 acres. There are 25 general degree colleges under the affiliation of the university across three 
districts namely Malda, South Dinajpur & North Dinajpur. All the 25 general colleges are providing B.A., 
B.Sc., B.Com. and B.C.A. courses. There are also 39 B.Ed. colleges out of which 37 are self financing, one is 
government and the rest one is government sponsored. Moreover there is also a LAW college under the 
affiliation of this university, which offers five year integrated L.L.B. course. The total student strength of the 
affiliated degree colleges of the university at present stands 1,55,000 approximately. Mention also be made in 
connection that the said 25 degree colleges include 2 newly established government colleges one of which is 
S.B.S. Government college, Hilli and another is Kushmundi Government College. 
 
Presently two affiliated general degree colleges namely Malda College and Balurghat College are offering self 
financing PG courses. Malda College is offering PG courses on English, History & Bengali while Balurghat 
College on Bengali, History & Sanskrit. 
 
The ‘First Statutes’ of the University has already been given assent by his Excellency the Chancellor to which sequel the 
much coveted ‘Appointed Day’ has been notified by the order of his Excellency the Governor of West Bengal, 
vide, Notification No. 472-Edn(U)/1U(GB-02/15, Dated 14th May, 2015. 
 
A historic event has taken place on 10th December, 2015 in the history of the University when the first convocation of 
the university was held successfully with the gracious presence of his Excellency the Chancellor of the University. 
 
A new feather was added to the glory of the university by virtue of receipt of long awaited 12 B affiliations 
which opened the door for the university to be eligible for receiving all sorts of financial grants from the 
administrative end of the esteemed University Grants Commission. 
 
The university also made a landmark being accredited by the NAAC team with much coveted 'B' Grade. The 
GourBanga University stands to be the only university which has dared inviting NAAC team even at 8 years 
of itsexistence. 
 
PG Departments like Botany, Chemistry and Zoology have recently received three research projects funded by 
DST (Department of Science and Technology), Government of India. 
 
The University is looking forward to introduce Post Graduate Studies through Distance Education. In view of 
the importance of needs and aspirations of the youth of the local region, it is also proposed to introduce the job-
oriented courses which have already been sanctioned, but not yet implemented. 
 
The University has constituted a unique debating and quizzing society, namely ‘Polyphony’ comprising of 
students, faculty members and other staff members of the University. Quiz and debate competitions are 
regularly organized by the University among the students in a very amiable and open environment. 
 
Despite being a growing university with limited resources, the University of Gour Banga has achieved notable 
success in holding the University Sports Meet on regular intervals. 
 
In the coming years, the University will be looking for ways in which it can provide the best services and 
benefits to the students and the research scholars who will, in future, prove to be skilled and qualified 
personnel fit to service in a very difficult global environment of competition in a globalized economy. Thus the 
University looks forward to the future with confidence.

1. The date of commencement of classes will be August 21, 2017. 
 
2. The students shall have to submit the duly filled in form for Identity 
Card along with two stamp size colored photographs to the University 
Office on the date to be notified separately. 
 
3. Admission shall be treated as cancelled if a student fails to attend 
50% of classes during the first fifteen teaching days from the 
commencement of classes. 
 
4. Every student shall be strictly bound by the University Act, Statues, 
Ordinances, Rules and regulations for prosecution of the respective 
course. 
 
5. As per UGC rules, a student shall have to attend at least 75% 
(Seventy Five) of the Classes and tutorials held in a Semester for 
appearing in the Semester-end Examination. 
 
6. Affidavits be made by the student and by his/her parent/guardian for 
Anti Ragging declaration. 



Student Support Services:  

1  Library:  
 

From the inception of UGB the Central Library was 
established as a Knowledge Centre to support the 
educational and research programmes of the University by 
providing physical and intellectual access to information. 
The central Library started with a small room. But presently 
it is located in Two -storey building with a carpet area more 
than 40 thousand sq. ft. It is situated in the midst of the 
University and is the hub of all the academic activities of 
the University. It provides comprehensive access to books, 
journals, reports, e-journals, thesises and dissertations and 
many other resources covering diverse disciplines. 

2  University Health  

Care Unit:  
 

University Healthcare Unit (UHCU) is located on the 
ground floor of the main administrative building. The 
student can just walk in for consultations and treatment. 
Consultations with the specialists are also available at the 
UHCU. Medicines are also provided free of cost to the 
students from the UHCU as per university rules. 
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Centre for Differently 
Abled:  
 
A dedicated centre has been created at the University 
to assist the students who are differently abled in both 
academic and personal life. 
 
 

Financial Assistance:  
 
There is also a provision for Financial Assistance to the 
needy and poor students. The students belonging to the 
SC/ST/PWD are advised to apply to competent 
authority of the Govt. of West Bengal. 
 
 

Cultural Activities:  
 
Cultural activities among the student community on the 
campus are promoted through various cultural 
functions namely : Debating, Drama, Music etc.. Each 
function comes under the supervision of the students 
and the members of their executive committee.

A student, at the University level is expected to be aware 
of the importance of physical activities and Sports and 
Games programmes which should be combined with his/ 

 her academic pursuits. UGB provides the basic facilities 
 for such activities in terms of the sport fields/courts and 
 also  playing  equipment,  both  for  practice  and 
 competitions. The University Sports Office is located in 
 the administrative building, and is being looked after by 
 one Sports Officer in Charge. Moreover a well equipped 
 Multi Gym center has also been set up in the same 
 building.
